@ Temple District - Old neighbouring temple gradually developed into Shanghai's most ancient commercial
area. A variety of tapas restaurants, antique shops and row upon row of small commodities market.

@ The Bund - A symbol of Shanghai, reflects the vibrancy and gaiety of the city’s early days through a bustling
view of the Huang Pu River on one side and old banks and villas on the other.

@ Tianzifang - Is an arts and crafts enclave that has developed from a renovated residential area in the
French Concession area of Shanghai, China. It is now home to several boutique retail stores, bars and
restaurants.

@ 1933 Shanghai - This 4 story Massive Solid concrete maze Slaughterhouse built in early twenteeth
century is maybe the one single thing that's the most inspiring architecture standing in Shanghai and even in
the world.

@ People’s Square - A large public square in the Huangpu District of Shanghai.

@ Shanghai Bund - A famous waterfront and regarded as the symbol of Shanghai for hundreds of years.

@ Nanjing Road - Is the main shopping street of Shanghai, and is one of the world's busiest shopping street.

@ Jinji Lake - A small fresh water lake located in the central part of Suzhou Industrial Park. It occupies an
area of 7.18 square kilometers and its average depth is about 2.5 to 3 meters. There are two man-made
islands in the lake.

@® Harmony Times Square - The Square has become a landmark in Suzhou. The Square architectural
complex can be divided into 5 parts, including business, recreation, catering and so on.

@ LED Atrium - The spotlight landscape in Suzhou Industrial Park. 500-meter long LCD screen above you.
The screen consists of 200 million LCD lamps.

@® Suzhou Bird Nest (out view) - The largest comprehensive cultural venues, beautiful and magnificent
architecture in Suzhou, also known as the Beijing Bird's nest "twin brother."

@® Guangian Street Night Market - Lying in the downtown core of Suzhou, the main theme of the street
involves eating, shopping and entertaining. It is one of the Four Most Famous Walking Streets in China.

@ Hanshan Temple (Pass by) - A Buddhist temple and monastery in Suzhou.

@ Suzhou Museum - The Suzhou Museum is a museum of ancient Chinese art, ancient Chinese paintings,
calligraphy, and handmade crafts, situated in Suzhou.

THOUSAND ISLAND LAKE

(QIANDAO LAKE)

@® Thousand Island Lake - It is a beautiful lake with 1078 islets showing different views in different
seasons. It is a rich lake abounding with fish and surrounded by trees, tea, mulberry (the food of the
silkworm) and other fruit trees.

@® Huangshan Tip (Cable Car) - Huangshan tip boarding mountains, overlooking the northwest, over
ninety islands panoramic view, like a string of pearls scattered in the lake.

@ Mt. Huangshan Scenic - The area is well known for its scenery, sunsets, peculiarly-shaped granite
peaks, Huangshn Pine trees, hot springs, winter snow, and views of the clouds from above. Huangshan is a
frequent subject of traditional Chinese paintings and literature, as well as modern photography. It is a
UNESCO World Heritage Site, and one of China's major tourist destinations.

TUNKXI

@ Tunxi Ancient Street - Along the street there are many shops that have existed for over one hundred
years. It is a paradise for tourists to buy souvenirs rich in Chinese culture with comparatively lower prices
and is a must-see when you are traveling in Huangshan City.

@® Huangshan City Museum - Huangshan City Museum of extremely rich collection of ceramics, painting,
Huizhou three birds, a variety of cultural bronzes, jade, etc. It is the second largest museum in Anhui
Province.

Qiankou Ancient Houses - In 1980s, in order to protect the old residences, the government

disassembled the ten most valuable old buildings of Ming Dynasty (1368 - 1644) out of hundreds of old

buildings from neighboring area and moved them to Qian Kou.
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
