Sapporo'Snow Festival

@ Otaru Canal - A central part of the city's busy port in the first half of the 20th century. Large
vessels were unloaded by smaller ships, which then transported the goods to warehouses
along the canal

® Sakaimachi Street - is an attractive, preserved merchant street in central Otaru. During
the development of Hokkaido in the late 1800s and early 1900s, Otaru thrived as a port city,
and many trading and shipping companies constructed impressive Western style buildings
in the city center to house their offices and famous with Kitaichi Glass and Music Box
Museum.

ASAHIKAWA

@® Asahiyama Zoo - Located in the very north of Japan, Asahiyama Zoo is home to 700
animals of 124 different species, and is the first facility in Japan to have succeeded in the
natural breeding in captivity of animals that live in cold regions, such as polar bears, Amur
leopards, and Scops owls. Moreover, the zoo has become popular for its exhibits that
enable visitors to see each animal's innate attributes and their unique abilities and
movements, so there are always many tourists, not only from within Japan, but also from
overseas.

MONBETSU

@® Ice-Breaking Cruise - (Subject to weather and ice condition). Hop aboard the
ice-breaking sightseeing boat to witness the drift ice floats across the Sea of Okhotsk.
Okhotsk Tokkari Center - Seal Protection Center, house to more than 50 seals, visitors
can interact with the seals up close and personal.

@ Sairinka - is a fantastic, unique winter event featuring light objects of all sizes and colors.
The frozen yet firm snow-covered ground, the night sky filled with twinkling stars and
countless lights with colors and warmth combine to take visitors to a whole new world of
fantasy.

SOUNKYO

@® Sounkyo Gorge - is flanked on both sides by 150m high perpendicular cliffs with columnar
joints. Next up, be amazed by the 120 meter high Milky Way Waterfall and 90-meter high
Shooting Stars Waterfall. These two waterfalls are the most popular and beautiful among
all the falls.

SAPPORO

® Hokkaido Shrine - was built in 1869, when the development of Hokkaido first started. In
1964, when the soul of the Meiji Emperor was enshrined, its name was changed to
Hokkaido Shrine.

® Sapporo Odori Park - is the broad median of Odori ("large street") in the center of
Sapporo, separating the city into north and south. You can enjoy snow festival in the
season.

@® Tanukikoji Shopping Arcade - Tanuki Koji flourished as a bar district in Sapporo's early
days. Today, local delicacy restaurants, eateries and folk handicraft shops stand
side-by-side.
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
