NOBORIBETSU

@® Ainu Museum - The only minority nationality in Japan. Each of the houses demonstrates different
aspects of Ainu culture and lifestyle. One of the larger houses holds a free, performance with
traditional Ainu folk dances, songs and mouth harp demonstrations.

@® Noboribetsu Jigokudani - Is a spectacular, appropriately named valley just above the town of
Noboribetsu Onsen, which displays hot steam vents, sulfurous streams and other volcanic activity.
